Risk Management Program Elements

Participants in the pilot risk management program were asked to indicate which of the five aspects of the program—(i) farm advisory visits, (ii) risk management assessment and planning, (iii) sampling and getting test results, (iv) discussion of results and action steps, (v) and technical cheesemaking and aging assistance and advice—to keep, make optional or to not include in future iterations of the program, none of the respondents indicated that any part of the program should not be included.  

A large majority of respondents, ranging from 100% in the case of sampling and getting test results, to 70% in the case of technical cheesemaking and aging assistance and advice, indicated that the components were “very helpful, keep in program” (see the chart immediately below for a breakdown of responses by program component).  Remaining respondents marked “helpful, make optional”.
