According to the University of Florida’s Florida Agricultural Weather Network station at Live Oak, the cumulative precipitation from March 12, 2009 to April 10, 2009 was 7.03 in. An additional 1.14 in of rainfall had accumulated by April 16, and by May 19, an additional 1.44 in of rainfall had occurred. The total seasonal rainfall was 9.61 in.
