· Seeder spread seed in top ¼ acre – very light seeding in the rest 

· 750lbs of Cheap Cheap spread – nitrogen rich fertilizer

· raked after seeding and fertilizer application

2) Section 2, plowed

June 29, 2012

· T.A.R.A on entire field 

· 750lbs of Cheap Cheap spread – nitrogen rich fertilizer

· raked after seeding and fertilizer application

Aug 29 mowed Lambs quarters

3) Section 2, Mob plowed, 150,000lbs/acre

June 29, 2012

· No Fertilizer

· 10 hours of cattle hoof action on Topper planted area

· 1 acre Topper turnips

July 6, 2012

· No Fertilizer

· 10 hours of cattle hoof action

· Seeded with brassicas (Appin Turnip – 25 lbs)

Manure coverage:

9 patties per 20sq feet = .45/sq ft 

Observations

Cattle do not eat a lot in hot hot weather

Grazing goes faster if they can stay within the paddocks.

The cattle become stressed when restricted to paddocks for a period of time.  Cattle that are used to unrestricted grazing want to get out periodically and “kick up their heals” literally.
