	Targeted grazing: Management of livestock distribution


	Brief description of event:


Targeted grazing is a tool that is receiving increased attention as a means to provide ecosystems services such as 1) improving habitat for wildlife, 2) controlling noxious weeds, and 3) reducing fuel loads that contribute to unwanted wildfires.  Typically, discussions of targeted grazing have focused on management of finer spatial scale behaviors in order to get livestock to select specific plant species such as noxious weeds.  However, grazing can also be targeted by managing where livestock graze on the landscape.  This symposium will describe tools used to manage livestock grazing distribution and focus on recent research results.  The morning session will address management of cattle movements to utilize steep rugged terrain or areas far from water or to prevent localized overgrazing.  The afternoon session will focus on targeting grazing to improve wildlife habitat, reduce fine fuel loads and assist in the management of wildfires.   Ecologic, economic, and social/political implications of using targeted grazing to achieve multiple resource objectives will be presented.
