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Weekly feed consumption:

From roughly cight (8) weeks of age the Delawares ate more than the Ameraucanas; therefore the Delawares weighed more and laid more eges
Note the upward spike at the start of the laying season at the end of August. Also note the downward spike at the end of October which represents
Hunicane Sandy. The downward spikes in January and February correspond with snow and other significant cold events. This graph shows how
weather can affect feed consumption.
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
