The Alliance, with support from Southern SARE PDP and in collaboration with Mississippi NRCS, Mississippi
State University Extension Service, and Mississippi Agriculture & Forestry Experiment Station will offer
two training sessions focused on “High Tunnels, Low Tunnels, Row Covers, Field Production, and
Appropriate Technologies”.
