What is the 
Northeast 
Nutweb?

❖ A tool to make local nuts accessible 
to everyone by making connections 
to grow the local nut economy

❖ Any producer of nut products can list 
their products, for free, whether 
those nuts are ready to eat, available 
to be harvested or processed, or even 
nut tree seedlings

❖ Products listed must come from 
100% nut trees, and producers must 
play a meaningful role in creating the 
listed products 

❖ The Northeast Nutweb is for anyone 
who is involved or wants to get 
involved in local nuts! Even for folks 
who have a couple trees in their yard. 



The map shows where nuts are 
available and how to get in contact 
with specific nut producers.



The map is an aggregation of the georeferenced producer profiles.
Profile customization lets each producer share only what they want.

Although the Nutweb does not support financial transactions directly, 
producers can list nut products to make them easier for potential buyers to find.

Why this matters:
Black Squirrel Farm’s 2024/2025 project, “Identifying and 
Collecting Seed from Genetically Superior Walnut, Hickory 
and Pecan Trees on Yates County, New York Farms” identified 
lack of seed market transparency as one of the major reasons 
that on-farm nuts aren’t being used as tree seed. This tool, if 
widely used, partially addresses that issue by making regional 
supply transparent. 

Our Sci specializes in building these data systems. The Northeast 
Nutweb is one implementation of a replicable model for making 
invisible supply chains visible.
