interactive online tool that identifies and 
maps ecologically sensitive areas of farm 

fields. SAIS helps producers:

•	Conduct quick assessments 
of risk factors such as nutrient 
leaching and soil erosion by 
wind or water.

•	 Plan conservation treatments 
to address ecologically 
sensitive areas

•	Connect with the Natural 
Resources Conservation Service 
(NRCS) and other conservation 
organizations.
