• Reminder of Name Change – As of January 1, 2021, Clark State College – still community focused but is in 
alignment with our four-year degrees.

C2A3 Update 

• SARE Grant Update 
o Test plots in the Land Lab with cover crops.  Rye, clover, and radish is planted with some bare areas.  

Studying land erosion and water runoff. 
• NRCS Grant Update 

o Constructed high tunnels with plants and conducted soil testing – heavy metals and salt accumulation 
o Honeysuckle control – removed honeysuckle and planted rhododendrons and holly as a way to control 

the growth of honeysuckle 
• NRCS CIG Grant 

o National grant – last farm bill – change in language that allows community colleges to be producers 
o Opportunity for Clark State to apply for this conservation grant
