Fencing and gates – budget change from $5592.  We spent well over $8k putting up permanent fencing around 7 acres of hop yard.  It was clear after the first year of the study that moveable rotational grazing fence is insufficient/inefficient for anything more than 2 acres of hop yard.  We spent an inordinate and annoying amount of time removing and replacing the rotational grazing polywire.  While we spent more on fencing than the original plan detailed, we are only requesting reimbursement of the original amount approved for this purpose.
