· The Master Gardener will use their knowledge to guide the group/individual on garden design but must realize that the garden projects need to represent the ideas and creativity of the group or individual and not necessarily those ideas of the Master Gardener.

· Flexible with time (some groups can only meet after 5 pm or weekends).

· Mentor others to become leaders of garden project.
