Pastured poultry grazing between rows reduces grasshoppers and builds soil quality.  Gophers are controlled by an increased farm cat population and underground ‘black hole’ traps.  Rock squirrels are controlled by live traps.

After 10 years of unsuccessful efforts to stimulate fruit production, with SARE assistance, the Orchard & Berry Research led to establishing this dense peach planting.  Semi-dwarf trees are installed on a ten foot triangular planting with pastured poultry grazing under the canopy to reduce grasshoppers and build soil quality.  Gophers are controlled by an increased farm cat population and underground ‘black hole’ traps.  Rock squirrels are controlled by live traps.

After 10 years of unsuccessful efforts to stimulate fruit production, with SARE assistance, the Orchard & Berry Research led to establishing this cold air drainage corridor.   Cool air travels to low elevations and can be pooled or directed by blocking hedge rows or wooded spaces.  This lowland opening continues to a second opening adjoining the river below where the cold air is carried away by the river current.
