We are excited that you are pursuing a farm business! We believe that a strong local food system is key to food security for our communities, and small farms are the backbone of that system.

Attached you will find the registration for our 2014 Growing Farmers Winter Workshop series. These workshops are practical, hands-on trainings to help you develop the skills you need to start your farm business and be successful over the long haul.

These workshops are primarily tailored to those interested in growing horticulture crops, such as vegetables, fruit, herbs or flowers, with a focus on sustainable and organic methods of production.  Each workshop will feature one or more guest speakers, including several successful farmers in the area, business professionals, and University Extension educators. These speakers have many years of experience as farmers and educators, and we are excited that they will be with us to share their knowledge as you begin your own farm business.  We will also tour several farms so you can see production practices first-hand.

We offer extended assistance to graduates of our workshop series, including helping graduates find land, connecting graduates with resources to help grow their farm businesses, and purchasing vegetables for our CSA program.

The full course is $350. If your spouse or another member of your farm enterprise wants to attend with you, their registration is an additional $150.
