Distributes granular or
crystalline fertilizer
and seeds

Rotary Tiller

Initial tillage - breaking up
hard soil 
Second tillage - mixing soil
after it has been broken up,
before planting
Cultivating while crops are
growing to control weeds

Tractor Implements
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Harrow

Pulverize soil 
Break up crop
residues
Uproot weeds
Cover seed 

The Moldboard Plow (also called Bottom Plow) 

Turns over topsoil
Bringing subsoil to the
top
Burying weeds and
previous crops
Speeds
decomposition.

Strip-till systems 

Reduces water
erosion
Reduces wind erosion
Improves soil organic
matter content
Reduces CO2 losses
from the soil
